How to Create Trading Cards

 MS Picture Manager and Google Images
Collecting Images from Google

 Follow the step below.

1. Create a folder on the desktop. ( yourname_trading_pictures)
2. Open Internet Explorer, go to ( www.google.com )

3. Type in the name of the object you want to locate. ( I pod)

4. Click on Images from the Google tool bar.

5. Search through the images to find the one you want, click on the image.

6. At the top of the webpage the image is located in will see a copy of it, click on it, you will see the images originals size, right click and save as, place in folder on desktop.

7. Follow the same process until you have located all the pictures you need.

Creating Trading Cards Using MS Picture Manager
Follow the steps below.

1. Open MS Picture Manager
2. Click on Add a Picture Shortcut; locate your folder on the desktop, click on folder, Click Add
3. Hold down the control key and select the pictures you want to place on your trading cards.

4. Click on the Print Icon located on the tool bar. ( this opens Photo Printing wizard)

5. Click Next, Your pictures will appear with check marks  ( make sure  the pictures you want are checked) Click Next.
6. On available layouts, choose wallet, choose the number of copies you want. Click Next.

7. Click Finish.

8. Cut your cards apart.
