Using the Intel® Education 
Visual Ranking Tool
1. Go to: www.intel.com/education/visualranking 

2. Click Enter, and then on the page that opens, click Student Log-In.

3. Type your teacher’s Teacher ID, your Team ID, and Password.

4. Click Sign In. 
5. Click the name of the project to load the Visual Ranking Tool with the appropriate list.

6. When the list opens, click on an item within the list and drag it to the desired location.
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Double-click the item and enter your rationale for why you placed it where you did. 
Hint: An item's rationale should reflect why it is placed where it is, as well as the item's relative placement. For example, if you were ranking inventions in order of how they have improved people's lives, you might write about your third choice (printing press) in relation to your second choice (computers) this way: Information is power. Books and other printed work gave people access to information prior to computers.
When sorting items objectively, use the item's Comment box to enter the "data" that justifies your sorting. For example, if you are asked to sort the planets by distance from the sun, you would put the distance in miles in the Comment box. 

8. To compare your ranking with another team’s, click the Compare icon. 
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9. Click the down-arrow next to Compare your team with, and select the appropriate team name from the menu. 
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10. Look at the correlation between the two lists and discuss the differences.

11. For help, click the Need help? link at the top right of the Visual Ranking Tool window.

12. Discuss your rankings with the other team. Ask questions to discuss the other team's interpretation of the items in the lists as well as their criteria for ranking. The following questions model the types of questions you might ask the other team:
· What does this item mean to your group?

· You put this item first/last. Why? 

· Why is this item ranked higher/lower than that one? 

· Why are these two in the middle? Why is the fourth one above the fifth one? 

· What criteria are you using to rank? Have you mentioned that in the item's comments?

· How do you distinguish between this item and that one? 

· What did you discuss that lead you to decide...?

· Where would you expect Team B (group with alternate perspective) to place this item? Why? 

· What evidence could you supply that would convince another team to see it your way?

· What team ranks most like you do? What team ranks most differently? 

· Why do you think there are differences in ranking? 

· The placement of this item is the same on both lists, but the reasons are different. What do you make of that? 

· Have any other teams influenced your thinking? How? 

· What does a tie mean in this case? 

· Ask any other questions to find out more about the other team’s rating of an item.
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
