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	Introduction:

	You will be working as a team to create a video poem.  A video poem combines video and poetry in a powerful and magical art form.  It seeks a relationship of image, word, sound, and music.  It uses cinematic rhythms in editing, as well as the tempo of music and the content of spoken word to maintain mood and continuity.  Any visual medium can be used such as still pictures, video clips, narration, and other generated graphics all connected to words and music to achieve a connection of mood and style.  Your goal is to translate and illuminate the written text into a new text of moving and still images and sound, all while conveying the overall mood and tone of the poem.  What makes a poem memorable, powerful, or surprising? 
To complete this activity you will work with a team of peers.  As a team, you will design a video poem for “I Wandered Lonely as a Cloud” by William Wordsworth.  You will use the Splice app on the ipod touch/ipad to complete the project.

	

	Task: 

	You are part of a video crew hired by the Poetry Foundation to make a video poem.  Your job is to make a video with visuals, narration, music, or some other creative medium to make a poem come to life.   Your assignment is to read and analyze the poem “I Wandered Lonely as a Cloud.”  Using the information collected through your analysis, you and your team will create a 1-2 minute video that turns the poem into a visual medium and provides an analysis of literary devices used in the poem.  The video poem will consist of narration, music, graphics, and video.

	

	Process: 

	To accomplish this task, you will use the following steps:
1. Analyze the poem as a group.  Take notes on literary devices, meanings, etc. within the poem.  (Use the attached  literary devices quick reference)
2. Select a job for each member:  (some members may have more than one job)
a. Graphics collector – collect graphics for video using the app, Foto Farm.
b. Text Writer – type the text of the poem
c. Music/audio collector – insert music/audio clips to match mood/tone of poem
d. Literary Device Analyst – choose 3 literary devices to point out and discuss on video
3. Use the following Quick Tips Sheet for Splice to create the video.
4. After the video has been created, play the video for your group and use the rubric to evaluate the presentation. Edit if necessary.
