Quick Tips for Making Video Using Splice
Graphics Collector
Overview:
You job is to locate photos that will help make the poem come alive!  You will use the application, “FotoFarm”, to find the pictures and then you will transfer them to the Text Writer using Simple Transfer.
Part One: Finding Pictures
1. Make sure the ipad/ipod is configured to CPSB Air. (Tap Settings/Wi-Fi). If it does not say, CPSB Air, ask your teacher for assistance.
2. Tap the Foto Farm app.
3. Tap Skip if a video ad begins to p lay.
4. Tap in the white box that says, “Start here.”
5. Type in the name of what you want to search for.
6. Tap search.
7. The results will be displayed.  Up to four pictures are displayed at a time.  If more images are available, you will see a right arrow that you can tap and move through the pictures.  
8. When you find a picture, you would like to use, tap on the picture.
9. You will be given a menu that says:
a. Back-this takes you back to your search.
b. Crop and Save- this lets you move the dotted box to a certain section of the picture and saves just that part.
c. Save-this lets you save the entire picture.
10. Once you tap, Save or Crop & Save, your picture is saved to the Camera Roll on the ipad/ipod.
11. To find another picture, tap New Search.
12. Once you have found all of your pictures, you may exit the app by tapping the Home button on the ipad/ipod.
Part Two:  Sending Pictures Using Simple Transfer
1. Tap on the Simple Transfer app on the ipad/ipod that the Text Writer and Music/Audio Collector have been using.
2. Tap on Device.  
3. The ipod that was used by the Graphics Collector should show up.
4. Tap on the Simple Transfer app on the ipod that you used to collect your pictures in FotoFarm.
5. Tap on Device. 
6. The ipad/ipod that was used by Text Writer and Music/Audio Collector should show up.
7. On the ipod that was used by the Graphics Collector, tap on the name of the ipod/ipad that was used by the Text Writer and Music/Audio Collector.  The device that the Text Writer and Music/Audio Collector used will say Connected to ipod.
8. On the device that the Graphics Collector was using, the Camera Roll should be displayed.
9. Tap on Camera Roll.
10. Tap on the photos that were collected for the video.
11. Checks will be displayed on these photos.
12. Tap on Send.
13. Photos should be sent to the ipad that was being used by the Text Writer and Music/Audio Collector.
Part Three: Adding Pictures to the Splice
1. On the ipad that was used by the Text Writer and Music/Audio Collector, open up Splice and the poem project.
2. To add the photos, click on the text slide that is before the place where you want the picture to show up.
3. Tap on the plus sign and then tap, “Video/Photo”.
4. Tap on Camera Roll.
5. Tap on the photo that you want to add.  A check mark will appear on this picture.
6. Tap Done.
7. The photo will be added to the video.
8. To edit the photo, click on the pencil.
a. Select crop, to crop the picture.
b. Select fx to apply a filter: Black and White, Negative, Sepia, or Sketch.
c. Select x2 to make a copy of the slide.
d. Select the trash can to delete the photo.
9. To add the other photos to the video, repeat steps 2-8.





Quick Tips for Making Video Using Splice
Text Writer
Overview:
You job is to type the poem into the app, Splice.  You will also create the Title Slide and Credits slide for the video.  You will also work very closely with the Music/Audio Collector.
Part One:  Creating the Project Title
1. Tap on the application, Splice.
2. Tap on the plus.
3. Call the project, “Poem Analysis Group #_”.
4. Tap Done.
5. Select your project settings:
a. HD/SD-tap the right around and select SD (standard definition)
b. Border-Select on of the types of borders that you would like to use.  Select Done.
c. Orientation-Select Landscape or Portrait.  Tap Project Settings to return to Project Settings menu.
d. Default transition-Choose the type of transition that will occur between the videos and pictures.
6. Tap Done.
7. Tap Done.
8. Create a main title page for your project by tapping on Title. 
a. Tap to enter text.
b. The duration is set for 3 seconds.  Drag the dot to increase the amount of time the title is displayed.
c. Tap Done
9. Begin typing the first stanza of the poem by following these directions:
a. Click on the plus that is at the bottom right of the Title slide.
b. Select Title.
c. Tap to enter your text.
d. Type in the first three lines of the first stanza.
e. The duration is set for 3 seconds; adjust by moving the circle to 10 seconds.
f. Tap Done.
g. To add the next three lines of the first stanza of the poem follow these directions:
i. Click on the plus that is at the bottom right of the slide with the first stanza.  The plus sign is located at the bottom right.
ii. Repeat steps 9b-9e as described above.
h. You can edit the text to increase the size or fix the lines of the poem by clicking on the pencil icon that is in the bottom middle.  Then, tap the T to get to the Edit Text window.
i. To increase or decrease the font, use your two figures and push in or out on the screen.  
ii. To adjust the spacing or to get the text to the next line, click on the text box, and insert the cursor at the spot that you need to add spaces.  Tap the space bar to add the spaces.
10. Repeat steps 9a-9h to enter the text for the rest of the stanzas.  Be sure to use two slides for each stanza.
Part Two:  Saving the Project
1. Once the text is typed, the pictures and videos are added, the Text Writer will complete these steps:
a. First, preview the video by clicking on Preview, then tap, the play arrow.
b. After you have previewed the video, tap on Export.
c. Then, type on Medium (480 x 360).
d. The movie will be rendered and exported and is now available in the camera roll.
e. Plug up the ipad to a desktop or laptop computer.
f. Do not allow the device to sync to the computer.  Click cancel when prompted to sync.
g. Locate the video by clicking on My Computer, followed by the ipad.  
h. Click on Internal storage.
i. Click on the DCIM folder. 
j. Click on the folder.
k. Locate the video. It should be the last file on the Camera Roll.
l. Click on the video and drag the video to desktop.
m. Save the video in the following location:  TTC/Saved/E3/Day2_Projects_fall_11/slice_video
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Quick Tips for Making Video Using Splice
Literacy Device Analyst
Overview:
You job is to choose three of the literary devices that your group found and record a video explaining each device.  You will use the ipod touch or ipad2 to record your videos.
Part One:  Making Your Video
1. Locate the camera app on the ipod touch or ipad2.
2. Make sure that it is set to video.  Look at the lower right side of your screen. Slide the indicator to video.
3. Make sure that it is set to video yourself.  You should see yourself in the screen.  If you do not see yourself, tap the switch camera icon in the upper right.
4. Rehearse several times, what you are going to say.  You need to include the following in your video:
a. The name of the literary device.
b. An explanation of what this device is
c. Where this device is found in the poem.
5. When you are ready to record, tap the red circle.  The red circle will flash.
6. To stop recording, tap the red circle again.
7. To view your video, click on the video thumbnail that is in the lower left corner.
8. Click the play button to watch.
9. If you wish to keep the video, click Done.  If you wish to delete it and start over, click on the trash can, then tap, “Delete video”.  Finally click, Done.  
10. Repeat steps 4-9 to make the other two videos.
Part Two: Sending Video Using Simple Transfer
1. Tap on the Simple Transfer app on the ipad/ipod that the Text Writer and Music/Audio Collector have been using.
2. Tap on Device. 
3. The ipod that was used by the Graphics Collector should show up.
4. Tap on the Simple Transfer app on the ipod/ipad2 that you used to record the video.
14. Tap on Device. 
15. The ipad/ipod that was used by Text Writer and Music/Audio Collector should show up.
16. On the ipod/ipad2 that was used by the Literary Device Analyst, tap on the name of the ipod/ipad that was used by the Text Writer and Music/Audio Collector.  The device that the Text Writer and Music/Audio Collector used will say Connected to ipod/ipad2. 
17. On the device that the Literary Device Analyst was using, the Camera Roll should be displayed.
18. Tap on Camera Roll.
19. Tap on the videos that were recorded for this project.
20. Checks will be displayed on these videos.
21. Tap on Send.
22.  Videos should be sent to the ipad that was being used by the Text Writer and Music/Audio Collector.
Part Three: Adding Videos to the Splice
1. On the ipad that was used by the Text Writer and Music/Audio Collector, open up Splice and the poem project.
2. To add the videos click on the text slide that is before the place where you want the picture to show up.
3. Tap on the plus sign and then tap, “Video/Photo”.
4. Tap on Camera Roll.
5. Tap on the video that you want to add.  A check mark will appear on this picture.
6. Tap Done.
7. The video will be added to the video.
8. To edit the video, click on the pencil.
a. Select the scissors, to adjust the start and end points for this clip.
b. Select the person, to adjust the speed of the video.
c. Select crop, to crop the picture.
d. Select x2 to make a copy of the slide.
e. Select the trash can to delete the video.
10. To add the other videos to the video, repeat steps 2-8.






Quick Tips for Making Video Using Splice
Music/Audio Collector
Overview:
You job is to add music and or audio to the text and photo slides in the video.  You will work with the Text Writer and use the same ipad that they used.  You will use a desktop computer to find the sounds and/or music and then use the ipad to record the sound/music.
1. On a desktop computer, you will need to look for music/audio files that correlate with the mood and theme of the poem.
2. Visit the following sites to find music audio clips:

3. When you find something that you would like to use, save it to your Internet Favorites by following these steps:
a. Click on Favorites
b. Click Add to Favorites
c. Click Add.
4. To add the audio or music to the text slides or photos in Splice, you will need to follow these steps:
a. Open up the Splice app on the ipad, if it is not already open.
b. Tap on the slide that has text or pictures.
c. Click on the audio tab.
d. Click on the plus next to the microphone.
e. You will hold the ipad up to the desktop speaker. 
f. Make sure that you have website up on your desktop computer.  
g. Press the red record circle on the ipad and then quickly press the play button on the song on the desktop computer.  Allow the music/audio to record. The slides containing the pictures and text will automatically play with the timings that have been set by the Text Writer.
h. When you are ready to stop the audio, click on the white square to stop the recording in Splice.
