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	Introduction:

	Most people develop regular daily routines, rarely deviating from doing the same thing. Think about what you do on a daily basis. Have you ever thought about doing things differently? In the poem ”The Road Not Taken,” Robert Frost explores the dilemma of making decisions or choosing a different path. Have you ever made a decision you regretted? Have you ever done something and then wished you had done something else?
To complete this activity, you will work with a team of your peers. As a team you will read and analyze “The Road Not Taken” for literary techniques and devices used in the poem. Notice how Frost links making decisions and having second thoughts to the theme of life lessons.

	

	Task: 

	· You will be assigned to a team of 4 people.
· You will be assigned a set of literary within the team.
· Assist teammates in preparation for assigned task.
Your team is a group of judges who were handpicked by the CEO of Poetry Slam, Inc. He chose you to judge this year’s poetry slam which highlights and features the best in up and coming poets. Your ability to carefully study, scrutinize, and examine poetry makes you perfect for the task at hand. Using the poem, “The Road Not Taken,” you and your team will showcase your analytical prowess by creating a Prezi presentation that will act as the opening for this year’s Poetry Slam competition and also show why the CEO chose you to be judges. Be prepared to wow your audience with outstanding visuals of your thoughts using this awesome zooming-storytelling and presentation tool that we call Prezi! 

	

	Process: 

	1. Your team will analyze the poem “The Road Not Taken.”
2. Each team member will select the stanza on which he or she will focus. 
3. Using the Stanza Analysis Sheet each team member will define the literary or poetic devices and apply them to the assigned stanza.
4. Each team member will then create a storyboard for each stanza – use the sample story board as a guide.  
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]After all storyboards are complete, the team will meet for a peer editing session.  Have your teacher check your storyboards before beginning your prezi.
6. When the team agrees that all storyboards are ready to input, each team member will input each storyboard into the Prezi program. 
7. Prezi is a zooming storytelling and presentation tool that helps you create outstanding visuals for your thoughts on one page.
8. See center folder for Prezi quick tips.
9. Upon completion of your prezi, download it to the Desktop for uploading to Blackboard.
10. One member on your team will upload the final product to the High School ELA Organization in Blackboard by using the following steps.  Log into Blackboard and select High School ELA under the Organization module.  Select the 2010-2011 CBT navigation button and click on Learning Center Projects.  Select Create Thread.  In the subject area, put your group’s number and letter (A or B), in addition to the type of final product (i.e. 1a_prezi).  Attach your final product and Submit.
