· Keep feet on the floor

· Washing hands

- 1 squirt of soap

- 1, 2, 3…Save a Tree


	Be Respectful    

·  Remain quiet while in restroom (including recess) 

· Knock on stall door before entering

· One person in stall at a time
	Be Ready 

· Only toilet tissue in toilets and urinals

· Flush toilet and urinal

· Return to classroom promptly


	Objective:
TLW demonstrate knowledge of restroom rules by displaying appropriate restroom behavior.

	Procedure:

1.  Walk students to restrooms and review restroom rules.

2.  Role-play appropriate and inappropriate restroom behavior.  Discuss being ready for using restroom.   

     Have student state rules for being ready to use restroom.

3.  Brainstorm ways to be respectful in restroom.  Review rules for being respectful while in the restroom.  

     Have students state rules for being respectful in the restroom.

4.  Discuss/role-play consequences for being unsafe in the restroom.  Students will state rules for being safe   

     in restroom.

5.  Play “Restroom Police.”  How many violations did you see?  (No names given.)




	Closure:
