Vocabulary Development 

Vocabulary development is an ongoing process that occurs when:

· students read widely at independent reading levels in text they find interesting and motivating.

· students experience multiple exposures to words in rich spoken and written contexts.

· students build “linguistic sensitivity” or knowledge of a word’s phonemes, morphemes, origin, usage, and multiple meanings.

· students understand words through use of examples in context, synonyms, antonyms, categories, connotations, and sound/spelling relationships.

· students actively process meanings and become “word detectives.”

· teachers explain topic-specific, metaphorical, abstract, and rare words briefly and directly, but focus instruction on words with general utility that will be encountered often in a student’s academic life (Moats, LETRS, 2004).
